referred to in clause 28 of the Scheme
Text be followed.

Where it is considered that a particular
use could have a detrimental impact on

to its setting. Uses permitted will be
passive and restricted recreation and
only those uses which are incidental to
the recreation pursuits of the area.

No activity or action will be permitted that
destroys the integrity of the recreation
area, or any part thereof, including all
existing landscape elements.
